	Summer Term 1
	Our topics: ‘Spring’ and ‘Long Ago’

	Our Topics (UTW and EAD)
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AI-generated content may be incorrect.]This term, children will explore the themes of Spring and Long Ago. They will learn about seasonal changes, spring weather, plants and growing, and observe signs of new life in the natural world through walks and outdoor learning. Children will also explore how they have changed since they were babies and compare toys, homes and objects from the past with those we use today.

[image: ]We will also celebrate Earth Day, encouraging children to think about how we can care for our world and environment. Alongside this, children will begin exploring Space, developing curiosity about planets, stars and astronauts through stories, discussions and creative activities.
Planning in EYFS is a possible line of direction; ideas and planning may change in response to children’s needs and interests.
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AI-generated content may be incorrect.]Prime Area: Personal, Social and Emotional development (PSED) 
This term we will focus on developing positive relationships, kindness and emotional understanding. Through stories, circle times and role play, children will learn how to make friendships, share, take turns and understand how their words and actions affect others’ feelings. Children will explore different emotions, develop confidence and resilience, and begin to use simple strategies to manage feelings and solve disagreements calmly. They will also reflect on how they have changed and grown since they were babies, helping to build independence and a stronger sense of self.
	Prime Area: Physical Development (PD)
Children will continue to develop their gross and fine motor skills through a range of indoor and outdoor activities. Gross motor opportunities will include balance beams, obstacle courses, skipping, hopscotch and ball games to develop coordination, balance and control. PE sessions will focus on gymnastics, movement skills and preparing for Sports Day activities.

Fine motor development will be supported through activities such as threading, cutting, seed sorting, weaving, plaiting and junk modelling. These activities will continue to strengthen children’s hand muscles and support pencil control and early writing skills.
	Prime Area: Communication and Language (CL)
To support children’s communication and language development, we will explicitly teach and model ambitious vocabulary linked to our focus topics and stories. Vocabulary will be revisited through stories, role play, discussions and continuous provision. Vocabulary is carefully chosen, explicitly taught, and repeated across the curriculum to close language gaps and support children to understand and use new words confidently in context.

	[image: ]Maths
[image: ]This term we will continue to follow the NCETM Mastering Number programme alongside White Rose Maths. Children will develop their understanding of numbers within 10 through counting, subitising, comparing and composing numbers.

Children will practise:
· Recognising and subitising numbers to 10
· Exploring number bonds within 10
· Comparing quantities and ordering numbers
· Exploring patterns and measures
· Using mathematical language during practical activities and games

Children will also develop their understanding of sequencing and chronology by ordering familiar events and discussing changes over time.
	[image: ]Phonics 
This term we will continue daily phonics sessions using the Read Write Inc. scheme. Children will work in small groups led by members of the Foundation Stage and KS1 team, continuing to develop their confidence in reading and writing. They will practise using their phonic knowledge to read words and simple sentences, hold a sentence in their head and write it independently using capital letters, finger spaces and full stops. Children will also continue learning and applying tricky “red words” such as said and your.

At the end of each book practised in school, children will bring home a copy of the book alongside an additional reading book to share at home. 
	Literacy
We will share a wide range of stories, poems and information books linked to spring, emotions and life in the past. Children will listen to and retell stories such as Dogger, The Colour Monster, Peepo! and The Baby’s Catalogue.

Children will begin to write simple instructions, labels, captions and sentences linked to their learning. They will create story maps, continue rhyming strings and explore information books about objects from the past. As the term progresses, children will work together to create a class information book. Poetry and rhyme will continue to be an important part of our curriculum, helping children to develop vocabulary, rhythm and confidence when speaking and performing.

Alongside developing their early writing skills, children will be practising correct letter formation through regular handwriting activities. They will be encouraged to apply their phonics knowledge when writing by using Fred Fingers to Fred Talk and segment words. This will support them in writing longer words, including CCVCC patterns, and help them begin to write simple sentences independently.
